e) [image: ]Problem Description: Mrs Lilawati Devi Is an uneducated woman aged 42 years with 16 years of farming experience. She used to grow traditional crops on her farm with average yields of various crops and animal enterprises before coming in contact with Extension functionaries of Mukti Niketan and NABARD. She mostly used chemical fertilizers in her farms. Due to which the crop yield was not good.

f) [image: ][image: ][image: ]Initiation taken- Under integrated farming in KfW soil project Smt. Lilawati Devi was selected. She promised to follow all norms. She bounded the area. Under this scheme Mukti Niketan provides her poultry, goats, created a kitchen garden, provides fruit plants and also provides some seeds for integrated farming. Thereafter, she was exposed to the latest improved new technical knowledge of agriculture and her attitude changed towards agriculture and she was motivated to take agriculture as agri-business with adoption of all latest technologies for improving production and productivity of her farm. She attended various training programmes at Mukti Niketan under KfW soil project and  experts from NABARD. She is starting use of vermi compost, vermi wash in Crop production, Bamboo stalking in cucurbit crops and growing of high yielding fodder varieties.

g) Progress & Result- Along with using improved varieties she also practices seed treatment followed by treatment with bio fertilizers and resource conservation technologies for getting high returns and reducing the cost of cultivation.

Success in an integrated farming system with milk from a dairy unit, use of vermi compost, vermi wash in Crop production, Bamboo stalking in cucurbit crops and growing high yielding fodder varieties.

h) Impact: Keeping in view of water scarcity she switched over to kharif Maize cultivation in replace of rice crop in some area
In view of changing climatic scenario and excess use of chemical fertilizers and pesticides in crops, she shifted to organic farming two years back and received technical guidance from Mukti Niketan under KfW soil project from NABARD.

By all these crop and livestock enterprises she is earning a handsome net income of Rs. 3.7 lakhs per annum.
