6. Problem Statement :- 
A hilly rivulet flows by the side of the village. During the implementation of watershed Development Project of NABARD a Check dam was constructed. It was very useful but it was damaged and irrigation of land stopped resulting into low production and no production.

This time Under KfW Soil Project renovation was done. At damaged portions the wall was raised from the foundation. Proper boulders, Chips, sand and cement were used to complete up the main wall. Wings on both sides were raised. The hight of the main wall and wing wall were properly prepared. The total wall was plastered and decorated. The slit of the bed was removed. The weeds were uprooted away. Neat and clean repaired check dam was ready.
The flush plug was closed. Running water of the river collected and farmers began to reuse.

8. Progress And Result :-
